Park & Ride 300 buses from Pear Tree (north) and Park & Ride 500 buses from Water Eaton (north east) both terminate at the west end of Broad Street, Park & Ride 300 buses from Redbridge (south) terminate in New Road, Park & Ride 400 buses from Thornhill (east) stop almost opposite the University Church, also Park & Ride 400 buses from Seacourt (west) stop at the south end of Queen Street.
